3/ Registration

We are more than happy to accommodate trial classes for existing students who are wanting to 
add on a new style of dance. Please contact us if you would like to try a new class and we will 
happily fit you in for a trial (provided the class isn’t full).

6/ Class Cancellations & Make Up Classes 

No classes take place on all of the following days: Labour Day Weekend, Truth & Reconciliation 
Day, Thanksgiving Weekend, Halloween, Fall Break (Remembrance Day Week), Christmas on 
Park Day,  Winter Break, Louis Riel Weekend, Spring break, Good Friday, Easter Sunday, 
Victoria Day Weekend, Canada Day and Terry Fox Day. 

Classes may also be cancelled if severe weather is an issue. Parents will be notified by 3:00pm 
on their scheduled class day if classes are cancelled. Classes generally run on days when there 
is severe weather unless our instructors are unable to safely make it to class. Please make the 
best decision for you and your family as to whether or not it is safe for you to get to class. 

TDC is not responsible for any injuries or issues as a result of severe weather. TDC will do their 
best to provide families with sufficient notice whenever classes are cancelled. 

Cancelled classes will not be refunded. Tarantism Dance Company will make every effort 
possible to reschedule cancelled classes if more than 2 of the same classes have been 
cancelled within the season. We have built in 2 cancellation days to account for any unexpected 
closures (weather, facility issues, etc.). Ex: If Mini Ballet A is cancelled on October 1, October 15 
& November 19 we will reschedule 1 class. If Mini Ballet A is only cancelled on October 1 & 
October 15 no classes will be rescheduled. 

Tarantism Dance Company reserves the right to cancel any class or program that does not meet 
the participant minimum. If a class is cancelled by Tarantism Dance Company for the class 



participant minimum not being met all those that were registered for that particular class (if any) 
will receive a pro-rated refund. 

Dancers can book make up classes for any classes they miss for any reason by contacting us at 
info@tarantismdance.com. Dancers are still expected to attend their normal classes 99% of the 
time to ensure they are getting the most out of their classes and have the best opportunity for 
growth. Make up classes are for the 1% of times when life happens (bad weather, sickness, 
etc.) 

 

7/Code of Conduct 

To ensure the smooth, safe running of Tarantism Dance Company and an enjoyable experience 
by all, below you will find our code of conduct. As always we are open to feedback, so if any of 
the requirements outlined below are unclear or concerning, please contact us to discuss further. 
Following a formal meeting, we do reserve the right to dismiss or take disciplinary action on any 
students or parents who breach our studio’s code of conduct. 

Families who do not comply with their fee payment obligations will not be able to participate in 
classes/performances/events until fee payment obligations are resolved. External debt 
collection may occur when fees remain overdue and this will be at the expense of the client. 

No classes (including private lessons) or teachers are to be disturbed unless it is an emergency. 
Parents are not to approach teachers or students during class and if messages or food/drink 
needs to be passed on to a student, it must be done through a Tarantism Dance Company staff 
member. All parents must wait in the waiting areas or outside of the studios until classes have 
been dismissed except for Creative Movement classes. 

We are unable to take responsibility for our students before or after their scheduled classes and 
it is the responsibility of the parent to ensure their child is picked up and dropped off on time and 
by the right person. In the case of an emergency or unavoidable delay, please contact the studio 
immediately to inform us of the situation so we can keep your child calm and safe until they can 
be collected. Tarantism Dance Company is not responsible for students before their class starts 
or after it ends. 

Tarantism Dance Company is not responsible for making sure students are picked up by the 
correct parent/guardian. Please make sure you are on time to pick up your child to ensure they 
go home with the right person. 

Parents and students are not permitted to have or contact Tarantism Dance Company staff 
members via their personal email, phone number or social media for any reason. All 
communication with Tarantism Dance Company staff must be done through the office. 

In the rare case of a parent or student showing disrespect or defamation to any parent, staff 
member or student, a meeting will be called immediately and dismissal may be considered at

8/ Classes Offered at TDC 

Mini Sessions 

Creative Movement: is a fun introduction to dance that all children will love. Students will explore 
creating rhythms and learn how to move with music alongside their parents. All while exploring 
their imagination with props, games and stories. Please note: Parent or guardian participation is 
required. (Ages Walking - 3 years) 

Energy Burn: In these fun filled, jam packed classes we bring the favourite energy burning 
elements from ALL of our classes like freeze dance, obstacle courses, relay races, parachute 
time and more to create a non stop class that burns all of your kiddos pent-up energy. These 
classes are perfect for kiddos who need to keep moving all the time and never seem to run out 
of energy! 

 

Full Season Preschool & Foundational Classes 

Beginner: This class is a fun introduction to dance that all children will love. Students will 
explore creating rhythms and learn how to move with music. All while exploring their imagination 
with props, games and stories as well as their independence. Please note: This is a child only 
class. Parents do not participate and instead wait outside the classroom. (Ages 2-3) 

Tumble Tots: Tumble Tots is an introduction to the elements of acro dance through fun games, 
stories, imaginative adventures and props. In Acro, dancers focus on building basic and 
advanced gymnastics skills (tricks) to be used with dance combinations. Dancers will learn basic 
age appropriate tumbling skills and contortion work alongside stretching, strength building and 



conditioning so dancers are safe and comfortable as they develop more advanced skills. (Ages 
2-3) 

Ukrainian: In Ukrainian dancers will learn the essential skills of Ukrainian stage dance. From 
polkas to hutsul steps and kolomeyka tricks we'll cover it all. Including elements of Ukrainian 
history, folklore and language making for a unique class experience. 

Ballet: Ballet is a classical form of dance that teaches grace, poise, elegance, muscle control, 
alignment and flexibility. It gives dancers a strong technical base for all other dance styles. 

Jazz: Jazz is an energetic, stylish dance style that incorporates jumps, turns, travelling steps 
and dynamic body isolations. It teaches body awareness, muscle​
control, strength, flexibility and musicality in a fun and upbeat environment. 

Tap: Tap is a dance form primarily focused on rhythm. Dancers use tap shoes to create different 
sounds. Tap is a fun way to help dancers develop musicality and synchronicity. 

Hip Hop: Hip Hop is a dance style that originated on the streets. Since its creation Hip Hop has 
become a very unique style of dance with many sub genres including popping, locking, 
whacking and crumping. 

Lyrical: Lyrical combines ballet and jazz technique to express the emotions found in a song such 
as love, loss, anger or joy. Lyrical is a very popular style of dance worldwide. 

Acro: In Acro, dancers focus on building basic and advanced gymnastics skills (tricks) to be 
used with dance combinations. Dancers will learn tumbling skills such as cartwheels, 
handstands, aerials, summersaults, contortion work and more alongside stretching, strength 
building and conditioning so dancers are safe and comfortable as they develop more advanced 
skills. 

Aerial: Our aerial class offers an exciting opportunity for students to explore strength, flexibility, 
and artistry in the air! Using silk fabric or aerial hoops, dancers will learn how to climb, wrap, and 
create stunning poses and sequences while building confidence and body awareness. This 
class emphasizes safety and technique, providing a supportive environment for students to 
grow their skills and creativity. Perfect for those looking to add a unique and dynamic element to 
their dance journey! 

Voice: Our voice class helps students develop their vocal technique, confidence, and 
performance skills in a supportive and fun environment. Through exercises in breath control, 
pitch, tone, and expression, students will learn to sing with clarity and confidence. This class 
complements dance training by enhancing stage presence and overall artistry, making it perfect 
for aspiring performers! 

 

Performance Company (Ages 3+) 



Only half of being a dancer is made up of what you learn in class, the other half is made up of 
the experiences you have on stage. The more performance opportunities dancers have the 
more they are able to apply the fulfilling benefits they’ll discover through performing in their day 
to day life. This is where performance company comes in! Company members take weekly 
technique classes, attend group rehearsals and have several additional performance 
opportunities throughout the year in our local communities. 

Our performance company also has the opportunity to travel bi-annually. Travel opportunities 
range from performances within Canada to ones in the United States, Europe and beyond. All 
travel opportunities are strictly optional. 

On off travel years our performance company dancers ages 6+ have the opportunity to join us at 
Beyond The Stage Camp. At Beyond The Stage Camp our dancers will have the opportunity to 
bring the life skills and lessons that they’ve learnt through dance into new settings at Camp 
Cedarwood as well as learn even more life skills that are just as important so that they are 
successful on stage and beyond. 

Underlying all the performances and technique are the life lessons learned through dance. TDC 
dancers will learn leadership skills, build confidence, practice teamwork, master goal setting & 
time management and show respect, inclusivity and love for others. Best of all, dance keeps 
kids out of trouble :)

Barre Fitness: Barre Fitness mixes elements of ballet barre, pilates and yoga to create low 
impact targeted workouts to sculpt, slim, stretch and tone your entire body. 

Gentle Jazz:  Jazz is an energetic, stylish dance style that incorporates jumps, turns, travelling 
steps and dynamic body isolations. It teaches body awareness, muscle​
control, strength, flexibility and musicality in a fun and upbeat environment.

10/ Dress Code 

●​ Our dress code as explained here is required to be implemented fully by every dancer in 
every class at Tarantism Dance Company. 

●​ Our dress code is made for the dancers safety and well being as well as to enhance their 
abilities and technique as a dancer. 

●​ It is the responsibility of the parents/guardians and dancers to make sure they/their 
dancer is dressed according to the dress code prior to entering class. 

●​ No gum, candy or jewellery. 
●​ Dancers who are not dressed according to our dress code will not be permitted to​

enter class until dress code infractions have been sufficiently resolved. 
●​ Necessary dress code items can be purchased at the studio at all times throughout​

the year.​
Please ensure all parts of your child’s dance wear are clearly labelled - individual 
shoes, socks, underpants...you’ll be amazed at the amount of lost property we 
generate! 

 

11/ Costumes 

All preschool & foundational dancers' registration fee includes participation in up to 2 
performances throughout the season and the use of a Tarantism Dance Company owned 
costume at these performances (for use at Tarantism Dance Company events ONLY) among 
other fun things related to the performances. The costume must be returned to Tarantism Dance 
Company on a specified date that will be announced in our weekly email updates as it 
approaches. 

If the costume is damaged or not returned your account will be charged $300 per costume. 
Tarantism Dance Company’s faculty has full discretion as to whether or not a costume is 
damaged.

Dancers will be required to provide their own shoes (type specified by class in the dress code), 
tights (colour specified in the dress code), nude bodyliner & make up/hair products (specified at 
a later date). 

Dancers taking multiple classes are required to have the tights & shoes as specified in the dress 
code for each class. 

Dancers may also be required to wear other items listed as dress code items above as part of 
their costume. 

 

12/Fee Structure, Payment Information & Refund/Cancellation Policy

-If you request to withdraw from a class for any reason after 30 days have passed since your 
date of registration Tarantism Dance Company reserves the right to charge a withdrawal fee of 
$200 per class.​
-Refunds will not be made for canceled classes due to inclement weather, teacher illness or 
similar reasons. If we must cancel a class due to low enrollment, we will provide a prorated 
refund. We will make every effort possible to reschedule canceled classes if more than 2 of the 



same classes have been canceled. We have built in 2 cancellation days to account for any 
unexpected closures (weather, facility issues, etc.) if these are not utilized within a season they 
are simply bonus classes!​
-Full payments are non refundable.

13/ Attendance 

Dancing in a group takes a lot of teamwork and it is near impossible to choreograph and 
practice group dances if dancers cannot rely on each other. It is also very difficult to progress 
and continue learning new skills when dancers are missing from their class as instructors have 
to back track each week. If every dancer in a class only misses 2-3 weeks we don’t ever get to 
practice as a full group until we’re onstage. So, please make attending class as much of a 
priority as possible. We understand that life happens sometimes nevertheless our instructors 
work very hard to create class plans and choreography for their classes and we would very 
much appreciate your effort in this endeavor so we can make sure every dancer reaches their 
full potential and looks amazing on stage. 

If you know ahead of time that your child will be absent due to holidays/vacations, commitments 
or school trips, please let us know ahead of time so the class impact is minimal. If your child is 
too unwell to attend class, we ask that you inform us as soon as you can so they can let the 
teachers know and preparations can be made to catch up on any missed work. Absences can

14/ CLUB TDC Perk Program 

Dancers who take 2 or more classes at TDC during our season are eligible to join our CLUB 
TDC perk program where you'll get tons of special perks throughout the season. 

CLUB TDC perks are only applicable to the dancer that takes the required amount of classes 
not whole families. Assistant & Apprentice Program classes do not count towards the amount of 
classes a dancer takes.
